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Significant exposure is defined as direct contact with blood or certain body fluids (semen, vaginal secretions, CSF, peritoneal fluid, pleural fluid, amniotic fluid, 
synovial fluid) or any body fluid containing visible blood. Direct contact includes percutaneous injury (needlestick, cut from sharp object), mucous membrane 

exposure (splash to eye) and exposure of skin that is chapped, abraded, afflicted with dermatitis or involves an extensive area or of prolonged duration.
