Arthur Freeman, retired profes-
sor of the New Testament will be
the guest of honor at an autograph
luncheon to celebrate the publica-
tion of his book, An Ecumenical
Theology of The Heart: The Theol-
ogy Of Count Nicholas Ludwig Von
Zinzendorf on Tuesday, September
29, at 12:30 p.m. in the Bahnson
Center .

Art taught in the Moravian
Theological Seminary from 1961
to 1995 and devoted considerable
research to Zinzendorf’s theology,
which he developed into several
courses and academic papers over
the years. The book is the culmi-
nation of his efforts and is the first
English language treatment of the
subject in recent years.

Zinzendorf (1700-1760), a
Lutheran pastor, Moravian Bishop,
and leading figure in 18th-century
German Pietism, was a pivotal
figure in the development of the
modern Moravian Church (and
instrumental in the founding of
Bethlehem in 1741). His creative
theology has attracted much
attention and made him a well-
known figure outside the confines
of both Bethlehem and the
Moravian Church. Freeman’s book
appears on the eve of international
celebrations planned to celebrate
the 300th anniversary of the
Count’s birthday in the year 2000.

The book is available on
campus at the Hamilton Book
Agency in the Bahnson Center at
$36 (hardcover) and $24 (paper-
back).

Shiela Tobias, education author
and pioneering feminist, will
conduct two programs on campus
Thursday, October 1, sponsored by
the Arts and Lectures
Committee. The first,
“Overcoming Math
Anxiety,” is a question
and answer seminar in
Dana Lecture Hall in
Collier Hall of Science
at 4:00 p.m. The
second, a lecture
entitled “The Faces of
Feminism,” will pro-
vide analysis of the
feminist movement at
8:00 p.m. in Prosser
Auditorium in the
HUB.

Both programs are free and open
to the public, no ticket required.

Tobias is a well-known educa-
tion consultant and advisor on
women’s programming in higher
education. For the past seven years
she has been on a long-term
research and writing assignment
for the Research Corporation, a
foundation for the advancement of
science in Tucson, Arizona, to
study neglected issues in science
and mathematics education,
including manpower and policy
issues. In that capacity she has

authored three books and appeared
as a presenter and advisor in
numerous settings. Prior to that
she worked for 12 years as an

academic administrator at Cornell
and Wesleyan universities, with
particular responsibility for the
social sciences and for women’s
programming.

Her recent books include The
Hidden Curriculum: Faculty-Made
Tests in College Science with
Jacqueline Raphael, Faces of
Feminism, an Activist’s Reflections
on the Women’s Movement, and
Rethinking Science as a Career:
Perceptions and Realities in the
Physical Sciences.  Her earlier
books, Succeed with Math: Every
Student’s Guide to Conquering Math
Anxiety (1987), and Overcoming
Math Anxiety (1978 and 1994), are
longtime successes.

She has written several other
books and more than 150 popular
and scholarly articles for a wide
variety of publications.

Tobias received a B.A. from
Radcliff, an M.A. and M. Phil.
from Columbia University, and an
honorary doctorate from Drury
College, Bridgewater State Col-
lege, SUNY at Potsdam.

$20,000. If in addition to current
donors, 25% of Moravian’s non-
donors gave $1 a week to this
year’s campaign, we would meet
our goal. If 50% of Moravian’s
non-donors gave $1 a week to this
year’s campaign, our campus would
exceed our goal by almost $2,500!”

 In addition this year, campus
fraternities and sororities each will

be organizing one fundraising
event, the proceeds of which will
be their contribution to the
institutional campaign.

Last year, funds raised through
the 1997 campaign of the Greater
Lehigh Valley were $9.8 million.

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Throughout his long list of
electoral successes, Carville has
shown a knack for steering over-
looked campaigns to unexpected
landslides and remaking political
underdogs into upset winners.

Carville is married to Mary
Matalin, deputy campaign man-
ager for George Bush’s 1992
campaign; the couple co-wrote the
best seller All’s Fair: Love, War,
and Running for President.

 He earned his law degree at
Louisiana State University and
after several years as a lawyer
eventually teamed up with Paul
Begala, forming the Carville and
Begala political consulting firm,
specializing in strategy, message
development, “earned media” and
above all, winning elections for
Democrats.

John H. Sununu, former chief of
staff to President George Bush,
oversaw the daily operations of the
White House and its staff and
served as counselor to the presi-
dent. He is president of JHS
Associates, Ltd, and a partner in
Trinity International Partners, a
private financial firm. He served as
co-host of CNN’s nightly Crossfire,
a news and public affairs discussion
program from 1992-1998.

Sununu served three consecu-
tive terms as governor of New
Hampshire prior to his position
with the White House. His
background includes nearly 20
years experience as an educator,
engineer, small businessman, and
community leader. He gained
regional and national recognition
through his chairmanship of the
Coalition of Northeastern Gover-
nors, the chairmanship of the
Republican Governors’ Associa-
tion and his election in 1987 to

the chairmanship of the National
Governors’ Association.

The former governor received
his Ph.D. from the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology in me-
chanical engineering. From 1968
to 1973 he was associate dean of
the College of Engineering at
Tufts University where he also
served as an associate professor of
mechanical engineering.

Student Services Update
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Moravian People
in Print

David J. McGee, of the Physics
and Earth Science Department,
and Christopher R. Carlen (chem-
istry ’98), have published recent
research findings in the July 1998
issue of the journal Optics Commu-
nications. The article, “Influence of
Chromophore Solubility on
Optical Absorption and Two-
beam Coupling Gain in Guest-
host Photorefractive Polymer
Composites,” discusses methods to
improve the performance of
polymeric nonlinear optical
materials. These materials are
being investigated for applications
related to optical image processing
and information storage.

The research to improve the
performance of nonlinear optical
materials has also brought them
within reach of the instructional
laboratory, and the National
Science Foundation has awarded
McGee a grant to integrate these
materials into chemistry and
physics labs. Optics Communica-
tions is an international journal
specializing in the rapid dissemina-
tion of research related to the
interaction of radiation and
matter.

Morris Bader, chemistry emeri-
tus, has recently had an article
published in the June issue of
Theoretical Chemistry Accounts,
entitled “A New Technique for
the Early detection of Stiffness in
Coupled Differential Equations
and Application to Standard
Runge-Kutta Algorithms.”

Runge Kutta (R-K) algoriths are
a set of operational procedures for

the numerical solution of coupled
differential equations. “Some
equations are particularly difficult
for a number of reasons and these
are collectively labeled ‘stiff.’ R-K
algorithms have been largely
ineffective in handling these very
stiff equations. The problems start
out OK but soon the answers
begin to deteriorate into pure
junk. Often, the results may get so
bad the program will self-abort,”
Morris said.

He explained, “A new math-
ematical technique called the
‘local stiffness function’ (LTE) has
been discovered which detects
stiffness long before the problem
breaks down, and correction terms
in the algorithm can be applied in
time to produce accurate results. In
this paper, two examples of stiff
equations are discussed. One of
them has defeated R-K algoriths
for years, even on the largest
mainframe computers. It can now
be solved on an ordinary PC. In
addition, the article describes some
of the internal computing mecha-
nisms developed by this author
over the last two decades which
reduce or eliminate the small
parasitic errors which crop up in
these types of complex problems.
These errors, which are often due
to limitations of the computer
hardware itself, can also grow to
negate a solution.

“This work is so fascinating and
difficult that there is a rather small
close-knit group of perhaps 200
scientists worldwide engaged in
this research. Most are well
supported by industry or govern-
ment so that their meetings are
always in luxurious settings in the
U.S. and Europe. Unfortunately,
some of the more exotic aspects of
this work have not yet trickled
down into collegiate textbooks.”

The 1998-99 International Film

His
weakness for his son Janguine
leads him to a decision he regrets.

Other movies scheduled this year
include Hour of the Star, October
23, about a naive immigrant who
moves to the big city to achieve a
single moment of happiness.

Life on a String, November 13, is
a Chinese fable about a blind man
who is promised to regain his sight
if he devotes his life to music.

A Tickle in the Heart, December 4,
is a documentary about the come-
back tour of the Epstein Brothers.

Antonia’s Life, January 29, is
about a woman who returns to her
home town after the war, and
recognizes the backward culture
that in the future is changed with
a profound revolution.

Cyrano De Bergerac, February
26, is Gerard Depardieu’s peerless
performance as the legendary poet.

Maborosi, March 19, reveals a
woman’s loss of her husband and the
mystery that surrounds his death.

Angels and Insects, April 16, is a
complex web of unbridled passion
with corrosive effect.

International Film
Festival Begins Sept. 25
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The Moravian College Music
Department will celebrate the
250th anniversary of the Single
Brethren’s House with a public
concert on Saturday, October 3, at
8;00 p.m. in Peter Hall.  The
Single Brethren’s House served as
the home for single men in the
18th-century Moravian commu-
nity, a Revolutionary War hospi-
tal, the home of the Seminary for
Young Ladies in the 19th century,
and, since 1956, the home of the
College’s Music Department. The
house is located in historic
Bethlehem at the corner of
Church and Main streets.

The concert celebrates the long
Moravian musical heritage by
including works by Moravian
composers as well as non-Mora-
vian works performed in the
Moravian community, particularly
pieces by composers popular in the
Bethlehem Philharmonic Society
archives.

The concert will include
performances by faculty and
students. Works scheduled include
the rarely heard aria by Mozart
“Schon lacht der holde Frühling,”
performed by Dr. Yvonne
Robinson, soprano; Linda Kistler,
violin; and Robert Steelman,
piano. Also included are several
works for organ, which will be
performed upon the newly in-
stalled Samuel Green organ
(1795), on long-term loan from
the Metropolitan Museum of Art
(New York) Musical Instrument
Collection. This is the only
known surviving organ built by
Green in the United States, and
one of the oldest organs in the
Lehigh Valley.

Performing on the organ will be
Lou Carol Fix, the organ instructor

at the College and director of
music/organist at Salem U.C.C. in
Allentown.

Other works and performers
include: Beethoven Piano Trio in c
minor, op. 1/3 (students Kimberly
Buschta, Emily Rideout, and
Jennifer Smull), Devienne’s Flute
Trio No. 4 (students Jessica
Kistler, Nicole Stevenson, and
Heather Strizalkowski), selections
from Herbst’s Hymns to be Sung at
the Pianoforte (student Angela
Voyajolu), and an aria dedicated
to Emma Cecelia Thursby (student
Rebekah Graver). Debra Torok of
the College’s piano faculty, who is
currently preparing to record the
complete piano music of contem-
porary composer Norman Dello
Joio, will dedicate the Depart-
ment’s brand-new Steinway piano
with a performance of Dello Joio’s
“Capriccio on the Interval of a
Second.”

The program concludes with a
performance of an anthem by the
best-known Moravian composer,
Johann Friedrich Peter (1746-
1813). The anthem was edited for
modern performance by Carol
Traupman-Carr of the Music
Department and will be performed
by the Collegium Vocalis under
the direction of professor emeritus
Richard Schantz, founder of the
Moravian College Choir.

Tickets will be available at the
door. Moravian College faculty,
staff, and students will be admitted
free with I.D. For others the cost is
$8 general admission, $5 for senior
citizens, children 12 and under,
and students.
